	Section 3 – Purpose of Application
	Outcomes of “31” on Recommended Action Matrices (archaeological, palaeontological or both) mean that CFHRD will likely not require a Historical Resources Impact Assessment and the applicant should proceed to obtain all other dispositions, approvals and consents while awaiting Historical Resources Act clearance.
	The CFHRD staff will review the HRA application, “Archaeological Resource Recommended Action Matrix” and/or “Palaeontological Resource Recommended Action Matrix” to ensure that the matrix(ices) have been completed properly.  The CFHRD’s response will be to recommend granting Historical Resources Act clearance, or if the matrix outcome should not be “31”, to issue instructions regarding the conduct of a Historical Resources Impact Assessment and/or other conditions of approval.  Written Historical Resources Act clearance must be obtained prior to any land surface disturbance.

If an HRIA for archaeological sites was conducted, it aids CFHRD staff greatly in processing the HRA clearance if the permit number is provided.  If any archaeological resources were recorded or re-visited, the applicant’s archaeological consultants are to complete and submit the third page of the “Application for Historical Resources Act Clearance” – the “Archaeological Resource Summary Table”.  The holder of the Archaeological Research Permit must complete the “Archaeological Resource Summary Table” on Page 3.
